	The Royal Pharmaceutical Society supports the proposals set out within this consultation. The impact of medical gases on the environment is included in our 2021 sustainability policy (1). We are fully aware that anaesthetic gases contribute to 2% of the NHS carbon emissions. We highlight that pharmacy teams should collaborate with other health professionals to reduce use of medicines with the biggest environmental impact including medical gases. Pharmacists in anaesthetics departments can raise awareness of more sustainable anaesthesia and work to reduce the carbon footprint of all medical gases.
A multidisciplinary approach within this consultation is appreciated, highlighting the need for the inclusion of pharmacy teams in reducing the emissions produced by anaesthetic gasses.
